Township board hears
complaints about its operations

IRONWOQOD TOWNSHIFP — Several
complaints about the manner in which

Ironwood Township board memberg

handle matters were levied at Tuesday’s
township board meeting.

Without a response from the board,
James Simmons asked how supervisor
Kim Mattson, treasurer Jyl Olson and
clerk Gayla Salmi justified using their
“power of office” to write a letter to the
Grand View Hospital chief executive
officer about a petition that was alleged-
ly circulating at the hospital.

“Was it done on business time?" Sim-
mons asked the board members. “What

Simmons told the Daily Globe the let-
ter from township officials to Grand
View Hospital CEO Carol Goffnet was
about an alleged recall petition.
